The meeting convened at 10:40 a.m. via videoconference with seven Members present.
Chairman Smart and Members Byers, Coffrin and Gowen were present in Springfield and Members
Schneider and Watson present in Chicago. Vice Chairman Scholz was present via teleconference
and Member Watson held Member McGuffage's proxy until his arrival in Chicago at 10:55 a.m.

The Chairman opened the meeting by leading everyone in the pledge of allegiance.

Member Byers moved to approve the minutes from the August 20 meeting as presented.
Member Coffrin seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.1, a motion for reconsideration for SBE v.
Indo-American Democratic Organization, 1420, 13MA038 and summarized the matter. He
recommended the motion be denied for failure to establish sufficient grounds for why they did not
appeal the initial assessment. Mridu Sekhar was present on behalf of the committee and stated that
the SBE correspondence was sent to an old address and asked the penalty be forgiven. Member
Byers moved to accept the recommendation of the General Counsel. Member Coffrin seconded the
motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.2, a motion for reconsideration for SBE v.
42" Ward Republican Organization, 15431, 12SQ048 and recommended the motion be denied for
lack of basis granting same. Eloise Gerson was present on behalf of the committee and said
notices were sent to an old address and the committee experienced difficulties with their Treasurer.
Ms. Gerson then offered a settlement amount of $3,900. Member Byers moved to accept the
recommendation of the General Counsel and the settlement offer from Ms. Gerson to be paid within
ninety days. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.3, a motion for reconsideration for SBE v.
42" Ward Republican Organization, 15431, 13MQ049 and recommended the motion be denied.
Ms. Gerson was present on behalf of the committee and offered a settlement amount of $525.
Member Schneider moved to accept the recommendation of the General Counsel and the
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settlement offer from Ms. Gerson to be paid within ninety days. Member Watson seconded the
motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented a settlement offer from SBE v. Committee to Elect Mel
Thillens, 23224, 09SMAQ57 and stated that John Fogarty was present on behalf of the committee.
Mr. Fogarty asked for a settlement in the amount of $5,000 and noted that the committee currently
has a zero funds balance. Member McGuffage moved to accept Mr. Fogarty's settiement offer to be
paid within thirty days. Member Watson seconded the motion which failed by roll call vote of 4-4,
with Members Byers, Coffrin, Gowen and Schneider voting in the negative. Mr. Fogarty then offered
a settlement amount of $6,175 which was 50% of the original assessment. Member Coffrin moved
to accept the settlement of $6,175 to be paid within thirty days. Member Byers seconded the motion
which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented the following appeals of campaign disclosure fines where
he concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to grant the appeals for Agenda items 2.a.4-
6: SBE v. Citizens to Elect Tom Cross, 7539, 13AD021; SBE v. Liz for the 1 7" 22716, 12AS069;
and SBE v. Friends of Sam Yingling, 23561, 13MA019. He also presented Agenda item 2.a.7, SBE
v. Citizens for Debbie Myers-Martin, 24887, 13MA053 where he concurred with the hearing officer
recommendation to grant in part and deny in part. No one was present on behalf of the respondent
committees. Member Coffrin moved to accept the recommendation of the General Counsel in the
above noted appeals. Member Gowen seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel noted that the appeals for Agenda items 2.a.14 & 19, SBE v. United
Peoples Party, 18568, 13MQO071 and SBE v. Lake County Life PAC, 22333, 13DQ239 were pulled
and will be placed on a future Board Meeting Agenda.

The General Counsel presented the following appeals of campaign disclosure fines where
he concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the appeals for Agenda items 2.a.8,
13,17, 21, 22 & 25:

8) SBE v. Knox County Democratic Central Committee, 287, 13MQO008;

He also noted that the total amount due in the hearing officer report for Agenda item 2.a.21 was
incorrect and recommended that it be changed to $425. No one was present on behalf of the
respondent committees. Member Coffrin moved to accept the recommendation of the General
Counsel for the above noted appeals. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed by roll call
vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.9, SBE v. 44" Ward Regular Democratic
Organization, 468, 12AJ063 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the
appeal. Mike Kasper was present on behalf of the respondent committee and asked the fine be
reduced to 10% of the assessment because the bookkeeper was on maternity leave and the late
filing was unintentional. Member McGuffage moved to deny the appeal and reduce the penalty to
10% on the basis that the failure to file was inadvertent and unintentional. Member Watson
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.
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The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.10, SBE v. Personal PAC, Inc., 497,
13AMOQ09 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the appeal. Mr. Kasper
was present on behalf of the committee and offered a settlement of $1,625. Member Byers moved
to deny the appeal and accept Mr. Kasper’s settlement offer. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the
motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.11, SBE v. Friends of Mary E. Flowers,
4261 12AS064 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the appeal. Mr.
Kasper was present on behalf of the committee and also concurred with the recommendation of the
hearing officer. Member Byers moved to accept the recommendation of the General Counsel and
deny the appeal. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.12, SBE v. Friends of Ken Dunkin, 11436,
13AD060 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the appeal. Mr. Kasper
was present on behalf of the respondent committee and stated that he did not agree with the
recommendation. He reviewed the circumstances and said the committee was unaware of the new
law regarding in-kind contributions for their rent. Once they realized this they promptly refunded the
amount of excess contributions to the landlord and have been reporting correctly since then. The
General Counsel recommended the appeal be granted because the committee put forth best effort
to follow state requirements and felt they should not be penalized for doing something they thought
would prevent a violation of another section of the statute. Member McGuffage moved to grant the
appeal. Member Watson seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda items 2.a.15 & 16: SBE v. Friends of Dave Koehler,
19230, 12AS067 and SBE v. Friends of Dave Koehler, 19230, 13AD067 and concurred with the
hearing officer recommendation to grant in part and deny in part the appeal for #15 and deny the
appeal for #16. Mr. Kasper was present on behalf of the respondent committee and explained the
Treasurer was unable to keep up with her duties because she was undergoing chemotherapy
treatments and offered a settlement amount of $10,000. Member McGuffage moved to accept the
recommendation of the General Counsel and the Mr. Kasper’s settlement offer for the above noted
appeals. Member Watson seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.18, SBE v. Crete Township Democrats,
19976, 12SQ208 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the appeal.
Sherry Newquist was present on behalf of the committee and offered a settlement of $1,001.31
which was the amount remaining in the account. Member Byers moved to accept the
recommendation of the General Counsel and Ms. Newquist's settlement offer. Member Gowen
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.20, SBE v. Committee to Elect Wil
Guzzardi, 23729, 13MA048 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to deny the
appeal. Will Guzzardi was present on behalf of the respondent committee and said he experienced
technical difficulty because he previously did not have the type of operating system that was
required for the electronic filing program. He then offered a settlement amount of $1,325. Member
McGuffage moved to grant in part and deny in part the appeal, and accept Mr. Guzzardi’s settlement
offer. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda items 2.a.23, SBE v. Friends of Fred Tetter, 24812,
13MAO0S51 where the hearing officer recommended the appeal be denied. Monique Howery was
present on behalf of the committee and stated that the committee did not reach the $3,000 threshold
and asked that the penalty be waived. Member McGuffage moved to dismiss the matter and waive
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the penalty because the committee was not required to file. Member Byers seconded the motion
which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.24, SBE v. Friends of Jarman Myron
Porter, 24813, 13MAQ052 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to grant the appeal
in part and deny in part. He disagreed with the hearing officer's recommendation to rescind the
granting of the appeal of the two previous assessments if the committee fails to file the amendment.
Instead, he recommended that if the Board orders the committee to amend the reports to correct
them and they fail to do that, then they fail to comply with a Board order which has its own set of
consequences. Ms. Howery was present on behalf of the committee and stated that the amended
reports will be filed within thirty days. Vice Chairman Scholz moved to accept the recommendation
of the General Counsel. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel presented Agenda item 2.a.26, SBE v. Committee to Elect Linda
Moore, 21578, 13AD034 and concurred with the hearing officer recommendation to grant the appeal
in part and deny in party. He also noted that the amount of the penalty listed in hearing officer's
report was incorrect and recommended it be changed to a total of $225 which would be stayed. No
one was present on behalf of the respondent committee. Member Gowen moved to accept the
recommendation of the General Counsel. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed by roll
call vote of 8-0.

A listing of payment of civil penalties was presented for informational purposes.

The Executive Director began his report with an update on the Advisory Committee meeting
that was held prior to the Board meeting. He noted that the meeting was well attended and topics
discussed included provisional ballot rules, legislation, the post election survey, online voter
registration and electronic canvassing. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for January 22,
2014 and will not be held in conjunction with the Board’s regular monthly meeting.

Next was a proposal to amend the campaign disclosure seven day calendar provisions. The
General Counsel noted the changes discussed at the last Board meeting and the new proposed
language was included in the board packet. He recommended a reduced filing fee of $50 which
would be applicable to all complaints filed and an increased blackout period from eleven days prior
to an election to fifteen days prior thereto. Member Gowen moved to approve the amendment on
pages 108-110 of the board packet. Member Coffrin seconded the motion which passed by roll call
vote of 8-0.

Cris Cray gave a brief legislative update and reported that preparations have begun on the
2014 legislative agenda and staff is reviewing a couple pieces of new legislation for the veto
session. A meeting was recently held with Senate and House staffers to discuss the agenda items
including provisional balloting rules and regional superintendent of schools district consolidation and
petition filing that is scheduled for November. Ms. Cray also stated that that a bill would be drafted
concerning the procurement rules and would be forwarded to the Board for their review.

The Executive Director noted that the online voter registration update was included in the
board packet and Kyle Thomas was available to address any additional questions. Mr. Thomas said
the test file received from the Secretary of State’s office exceeded staff expectations and the images
looked very good. He also said that the system has been renamed Paperless Online Voter
Registration Application (POVA) to avoid confusion with a previous system titled OVR that requires
individuals to send in a paper application with their signature. Mr. Thomas clarified that these are
only applications until the election authority processes and deems them registrations.
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Mr. Thomas presented the IVRS update for informational purposes and noted that the city of
East St. Louis has dropped below 100% on the census data versus registered voters in certain
jurisdictions report.

The Executive Director presented the fiscal reports for informational purposes and noted that
FY14 expenditures are on target and are being closely monitored. He also noted that a final FY13
report would be issued at the end of the year but it appears that the agency expended approximately
85% of the appropriation. The Chairman thanked Mr. Roate and Mr. Borgsmiller for a job well done.

The two year plan of staff activity for the months of September and October were presented
for informational purposes.

Next on the Agenda was a follow up report on “Election Security and the Vulnerability
Assessment of Security in relation to the State Board of Elections.” Sharon Meroni, Executive
Director of Defend the Vote was present and expressed her thoughts regarding security of electronic
voting machines, the Argonne National Laboratory Vulnerability Assessment, transmission of early
voting ballots, counting of absentee ballots, election seals and provisional voting.

The Board unanimously agreed to recess to executive session to consider a personnel
matter. The meeting recessed at 12:55 p.m. and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.

Member Byers moved to offer a four year appointment to Sharon Steward. Member Coffrin
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

With there being no further business before the Board Chairman Scholz moved to adjourn

until 10:30 a.m. on October 22, 2013 in Chicago. Member Coffrin seconded the motion which
passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned shortly after 1:00 p.m.

I represent Mr. Kyle Logan, the candidate supported by the above-referenced committee,
Mr. Logan is a young incumbent Winnebago County Board Member. The purpose of my
correspondence today is to request relief from certain lines imposed upon Mr. Logan’s
commitiee. We are hopeful that such relief’ will be considered by the Board at or before its
October 22, 2013, meeting in Chicago, Tlinois. In support of the foregoing request, I submit the
following background and proposal for your consideration respectfully,

Mr. Logan has been elected to the Winnebago County Board twice since his appointiment
in 2007. County board elections in Winnebago County are generally low-budget affairs. In
typical fashion, Mr. Logan spent very little in connection with his election activities. However,
in 2012, Mr. Logan succumbed to the reality that he may have to raise and spend more than the
$3.000 amount which would trigger his obligation to file reports with the State Board of
Elections. Recognizing this, he organized a committee on March 6, 2012, in anticipation of
meeting the statutory threshold.

Unfortunately, thereafter, Mr. Logan missed various filing deadlines resulting in multiple
fines being assessed against his committee. We recognize there is strict liability for a candidate’s
failure to meet the statutory filing deadlines, and therefore, we do not intend to waste the Board’s
time making excuses for the missed deadlines. Instead, we ask that the Board consider reducing
the fines to such an amount that Mr. Logan may realistically payoff before the balance
certification deadline of January 9, 2014,

In support of our plea, I ask the Board to consider the fact that Mr. Logan is a 28 year old
professional with a young family and a middle management job in the banking industry. At this
stage in his life and professional career, he has limited financial means. In addition, he has spent
very little on his election efforts over the years. We estimate the cumulative expenditures made
in connection with his multiple election efforts over the past 5 years total less than $4,000, and
his campaign account balance is presently in the $50 range.

Mr. Logan has been a dutiful public servant during his tenure of the Winnebago County
Board. He has twice been elected to office with overwhelming majorities. In view of his
exemplary public service, limited campaign fundraising and spending, and limited financial
means, we respectfully request that the Board consider reducing Mr. Logan’s outstanding fines.
We propose a compromised amount of $2,887.50. This amount represents 25% of the total fines
levied against the committee. Mr. Logan acknowledges his mistakes and takes full responsibility
for them. He has learned a valuable lesson from this experience and assures the Board that he
will not make the same mistakes in the future.

Thank you in advance for your time and your respectful consideration of our request.

Finally, if the Board would like to hear live testimony regarding the foregoing request,
we respectfully ask that Mr. Logan be granted dispensation to do so through counsel,
telephonically, at the October 22, 2013, Board meeting. Mr. Logan would like to appear himself
at the meeting, but circumstances require his presence elsewhere. Mr. Logan along with various
other County Board Members and the Winnebago County Chairman are defendants in a lawsuit
pending in the federal court for the Northern District of Illinois, Western Division, That matter
is scheduled to go to trial on the same date the Board is scheduled to meet in Chicago, October
22, 2013. Mr. Logan’s presence is, obviously, required for the duration of the trial which is
expected to last all of October 22, and potentially some of October 23. Therefore, his
appearance, either in person or telephonically, at the Board’s meeting is not possible.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently filing a Schedule A-1 Report

The Committee received two $1,000 contributions on 3/12/13 and reported them on a
Schedule A-1 received by the Board on 3/15/13, 1 day late, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $1,000.

Marguerite Hodek, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Ms. Hodek states she deposited the contribution checks with the
intention of filing the A-1 on time within 5 business and wasn’t aware of the 2 day requirement
30 days preceding an election. She adds that this will not happen again.

The Candidate for this Committee was on the ballot for the 2013 Consolidated Election
so the Schedule A-1 was due within 2 business days, therefore I must recommend the appeal be
denied for lack of an adequate defense. However, since there is no indication the violation was
anything other than inadvertent and unintentional, and since this is the first set of A-1 violations
for this Committee, I recommend the penalty be reduced to 10% of the original assessment, or
$100. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the $100 civil penalty will be due and
owing.

The Report was received by the Board on July 22, 2013, 5 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty assessment of $250. Additionally, the Committee had previously been assessed a $75
civil penalty (not appealed, stayed) for delinquent filing of the March 2013 Quarterly Report.
The total assessment is $325.

Daniel S Decker, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following: "

On the Affidavit, Mr. Decker states that he mailed the Report on July 9 and was surprised
to get notification from the Board that it had not been received. He immediately phoned, then
faxed a copy of the Report. Mr. Decker says he does not know what happened to the original
mailing, as it has never been returned to him nor received by the Board.

Section 100.125(b) of the Board’s Rules and Regulations states in part,

“If the envelope containing the quarterly report is not received by the Board...the report will either be
deemed to have not been received or be deemed to have been received on the date the envelope officially arrives in
the office of the State Board of Elections. However, if the political committee is assessed a civil penalty for failing
to file or delinquently filing the report and, as part of the committee’s appeal of the civil penalty assessment, it is
alleged by the treasurer, chairman or candidate on a signed and notarized affidavit verifying that the report was
mailed more than 72 hours prior to the filing deadline, and this is the first time the committee ht}s made this claim
as part of its appeal, the presumptive date of receipt will be rebutted by the testimony contained m the affidavit and
the report will be deemed to have been timely received.”

REPORT OF HEARING OFFICER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquent Filing of the
March 2013 Quarterly Report and Failure to File a Schedule A-1 Report

The March Quarterly Report was received by the Board on 4/18/13, 3 days late, resulting in a
civil penalty assessment of $300. The Committee received a $1,000 contribution on 1/31/13 and failed to
report it on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $500. Additionally, the Committee
had previously been assessed a $25 civil penalty (not appealed, stayed) for delinquent filing of the
December 2012 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $825.

Denise Moore, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Wawer of Appearance, and submitted on
the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Ms. Moore states that the person who had prepared the Committee’s reports
became ill and suffered a stroke during the last filing period. In regards to the missing Schedule A-1, she
says confusion about the Committee’s records resulted in a single contribution being reported twice, with
two different dates. Two A-1s were filed on paper. on 3/4/13 and 3/6/13, showing the same $1,000
contribution from PAC34 IBEW on 3/1. But when the data was entered for electronic filing of the
Quarterly Report, that contribution was listed twice, with dates of 1/31 and 3/1. She says only the 3/1
contribution was actually received, and she includes copies of the Committee’s bank records to verify
this.

The evidence presented confirms that only a single contribution was received, and it was reported
timely. I recommend the appeal be granted in regards to the A-1 filing. As for the delinquent Quarterly
Report, I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. If these recommendations are
accepted by the Board, the stay would be lifted from the previous $25 civil penalty, and the total
assessment of $325 will be due and owing. I further recommend the Committee be ordered to amend its
March 2013 Quarterly Report to remove the duplicate contribution entry, with said amendment to be filed
within 30 days of the Final Board Order in this matter. (As of 9/30/13, this Committee reported a funds
available balance of $4,459.02.) ;

There were other entries
which appeared to be duplicates but were not. As soon as we realized what had occurred,we discussed the
situation with the Election commission expressing our confusing and filing amendments to try and resolve the
duplicates. We spoke with Mr.Newman and one other person. We were encouraged to continue correcting the

The Report was received by the Board on May 24, 2013, 29 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty assessment of $1,450. Additionally, the Committee had previously been assessed a $100
civil penalty (not appealed, stayed) for delinquent filing of a Schedule A-1 in the first quarter of
2013. The total assessment is $1,550.

Michael D. Harner, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following: R

On the Affidavit, Mr. Harner states that he originally filed the Report via fax, but was
notified that the Committee was required to file electronically. He says he was upable to do so
from home, because the electronic filing software required a pc computer, which he does not
own, and he was similarly unable to file from work. Mr. Harner says he downloaded the
software on his parents’ computer, used it to enter his Committee’s information and thought he
had properly submitted the Report electronically. After receiving notice that the Report had not
in fact been filed, he called Board staff for assistance and was only then able to file the Report.

In order to be consistent with previous Board decisions where an electronic filing defense
is raised, and since this Committee has not previously used such a defense, I recommend the
appeal be granted. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the stay would be returned
to the previous $100 civil penalty. (As of 6/30/13, this Committee reported a funds available
balance of $422.64.) e .

The March 2013 Quarterly Report

The March 2013 Quarterly Report was received by the Board on 5/6/13, 15 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty assessment of $750. In addition, the Committee has previously been assessed a $200 civil penalty
(not appealed, stayed) for delinquently filing the March 2012 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is
$950. :

The Respondent was represented by attorney Steven Avalos at the September 26" appeal hearing. Also in
attendance was the person who files the reports for the Committee, Patricia Dindia.

The Committee’s data entry person for filing the reports electronically, Patricia Dindia, was hospitalized
from 2/25/13 — 3/19/13 and during this time she underwent three surgeries. Ms. Dindia showed the
hearing officer copies of her hospital bills. After the surgery Ms. Dindia was not allowed to go back to
work until 4/15/13 the day the report should have been filed. Ms. Dindia was heavily medicated and had a
lot on her plate considering she just went through three surgeries and she was out of work for some time.
When she got back to work failing to file the Report was an oversight on her part and she didn’t realize
that a report was due. Ms. Dindia stated that she had no intention not to file the report however she
admitted it slipped her mind. She stated that as soon as she received a notice that the committee failed to
file the report she immediately filed the report. She also stated that since this was her responsibility to file
the report that she was going to personally have to pay the civil penalty. Mr. Avalos stated that Ms.
Dindia has been filing the reports for the committee for the last 14 years and he requests leniency from
the Board considering this is her second violation in 14 years. Mr. Avalos requests that the Board stay the
$750 civil penalty as well as the previously assessed $200 civil penalty. In the alternative he requests that
the fine for the Melrose Victory Party and the fine for the Melrose Vision Party be reduced by half
because essentially they are one in the same in that they support the same candidate and they have the
same officers.

It is unfortunate that Ms. Dindia was hospitalized and had to undergo three surgeries and a recovery
period of time. However, the political committee still had a responsibility to file the report in a timely
manner. The treasurer of a political committee, not the data entry person, is responsible for keeping the
records and filing the reports for a committee. I recommend that the appeal be denied for [ack of an
adequate defense. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the stay will be lifted from the $200
civil penalty and the total assessment of $950 will be due and owing. (As of 6/30/13, this Committee
reported a funds available balance of $0.) :
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In relation to the Mr. Avalos requesting that both civil penalties be stayed I recommend the Board not
accept this request. As for the alternative that Mr. Avalos offered that the fines be reduced by half because
the two Committees support the same candidate and they have the same officers I also recommend that
the Board not consider this request. However, it has come to my attention that Ronald Serplco currently
has three political committees on file with the State Board of Elections that are establlshed to support his
current office of Village President (Citizens to Elect Ronald M Serpico, Sr. Inc, Melrose Vision Party,

and Melrose Victory Party) therefore I recommend the Board order that two of the three polltlcal
committees finalize and file a Final Report as it is impermissible for a candidate to have more than one
committee supporting him for the same office.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquent Filing of the
June 2013 Quarterly Report

The Report was received by the Board on July 26, 2013, 9 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty assessment of $450. Additionally, the Committee had previously been assessed a $313
. civil penalty (not appealed, stayed) for delinquent filing of a Schedule A-1 for the 2011 General
Election. The total assessment is $763.

Stanley Blunier, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Blunier states that the Committee filed what he calls a “quarterly
A-1 report” on 7/15/13, and everything appeared to be correct when the Report was filed. He
says they received notice on 7/26/13 that the Report had not been filed, but when they attempted
to upload the Report again received an error message that required the assistance of the Board’s
IT staff before the Report could be uploaded.

While the error described by Mr. Blunier would in fact require staff assistance to correct,
I am unaware of any circumstance where a report filing would be indicated as sucgessful when in
fact the report had not been filed. Additionally, without a successful filing the Report wouyld
continue to be listed in the “Reports Due Now” section of the IDIS filing software. So while the
Committee did experience an electronic filing issue, it appears that issue was fixed the same day
it occurred — after the Report filing was already delinquent. For this reason I r¢commend the
appeal be denied. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the stay would be lifted from
the earlier penalty and the total assessment of $763 will be due and owing. (As of 6/30/13, this
Committee reported a funds available balance of $1{l,188.35.)

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Failing to File
A Schedule A-1 in the second and third quarter of 2012

This committee received three $1,000 contributions, four $1,500 contributions, and two $2,500
contributions, but failed to list these contributions on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $7,000. In addition, the Committee has previously been assessed a $25 civil penalty (not
appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the June 2006 Semi-Annual Report; a $200 civil penalty (not
appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the Pre-Election Report for the 2007 Consolidated Election; a $100
civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, paid) for delinquently filing a Schedule A-1 Report for the 2008
General Primary Election; a $100 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, paid) for delinquently filing a
Schedule A-1 Report for the 2008 General Primary Election; a $100 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced,
paid) for delinquently filing a Schedule A-1 Report for the 2008 General Primary Election; a $800 civil
penalty (appealed, denied, paid) for delinquently filing the June 2009 Semi-Annual Report; a $50 civil
penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 in the first quarter of 2011; a
$50 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 in the first quarter of
2011; a $115 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 in the first
quarter of 2011; a $125 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1in
the first quarter of 2011; a $75 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule
A-1 in the first quarter of 2011; a $250 civil penalty (appealed, denied, paid) for failing to file a Schedule
A-1 in the second quarter of 2011; a $300 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the
March 2012 Quarterly Report; and a $100 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the
September 2012 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $7,000. ’

The person who currently prepares the reports for the committee, DeAnna Grant, appeared at the August
1, 2013 appeal hearing.

DeAnna Grant stated that she took over the filing requirements for the political committee around March
or April of 2012 because the prior person got sick. She explained that she had no experience in dealing
with political accounts and she had no training on the campaign disclosure requirements. She stated she

- was not made aware of the Schedule A-1 filing requirement until around November of 2012. Ms. Grant
requests the fines be greatly reduced because this was an inadvertent violation and she was unaware of the
Schedule A-1 filing requirement.

The fact that Ms. Grant was not aware contributions of $1,000 or more are required to be filed on a
Schedule A-1 is not a valid defense. I recommend that the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate
defense. However, since there is no indication that the JJ2 Limited Partnership violation was anything
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other than inadvertent and unintentional, I also recommend that this penalty be reduced to 50% of the
original assessment as a second violation, or $375. Furthermore, [ recommend the remaining 8 violations
receive no further reduction since these violations are considered as being a third violation. The
assessment on the remaining 8 violations is $6,250. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the
$6.,625 civil penalty will be due and owing. (As of 6/30/13, this Committee reported a funds available
balance of $139,672.04.)

The March 2013 Quarterly Report

The Report was received by the Board on May 7, 2013, 16 days late, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $800. Additionally, the Committee had previously been assessed a $150 civil penalty
(appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 for the 2007 Consolldated Election; a
$25 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A1 for the 2007
Consolidated Election; and a $25 civil penalty (not appealed, stayed) for delinquently f'lmg the June 2011
Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $825.

The Respondent was represented by attorney Sara Gallagher at the August 9™ appeal hearing.

Sarah Gallagher stated that the de]inquent filing of the March 2013 Quarterly Rgport was done
inadvertently. The committee typically receives email notifications from the State Board of Elections
when the reports are due however the treasurer did not receive an email regarding this filing. Ms.
Gallagher stated that the email did not show up in the treasurer’s regular, deleted or spam email folder.
Once the treasurer was made aware of the filing on May 6, 2013 the report was prompily filed the next
day. The candidates involved in this committee ran unopposed in the 2013 Consolidated Election and the
committee had no activity during the March 2013 Quarterly Report reporting period. The Respondent
requests the civil penalty be waived or in the alternative the committee requests that thgy be allowed to
pay the $25 civil penalty for delinquently filing the June 2011 Quarterly Report and then the Board stay
- the March 2013 Quarterly Report civil penalty. The committee received an email regardmg the June 2013
Quarterly Report.

The hearing officer looked at the State Board of Elections internal program that logs when email
notifications were sent out. An email notice for the March 2013 Quarterly Report was sent to the email
address on record with the State Board of Elections on 2/27/13 at 9:07:49 AM. The State Board of
Elections did not receive a notification that the email was not deliverable otherwise the State Board of
Elections would have mailed out a packet to the committee. I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of
an adequate defense. I also recommend the Board not consider the two requests the committee made to
waive the fine or in the alternative allow them to pay the first smaller civil penalty and stay the second
larger civil penalty. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board the stay will be lifted off of the $25
civil penalty and a total amount of $825 w1|l be due and owmg (As of 6/30/13, this Commlttee reported a
funds available balance of $5,227.92.) ;

The June Quarterly Report was received by the Board on July 31, 2013, 12 days late,
resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $300. Additionally, the Committee received a $1,000
contribution on 4/10/13, and failed to report it on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $500. The total assessment is $800.

Edward B Motley, the Candidate of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Motley states that in regards to the Quarterly Report, he did not
receive the filing forms and reminder in the mail as usual, but once he was netified that the
Report was late he filed it immediately. In regards to the A-1, Mr. Motley says he was not aware
of the 5 day filing rule for contributions of $1,000 or more, and thought it only needed to be
reported on a Schedule A with the Quarterly Report. He adds that he was not trying to hide the
contribution and that the assessed penalty would be a financial hardship for his Committee.

The Committee was sent report filing forms and a reminder of the upcon_jing Quarterly
Report filing on February 27 and in any case, after several years of filing should have been aware
of the reporting deadlines. I recommend the appeal for the late Quarterly Report be denied. I
also recommend the appeal for the missed A-1 be denied for lack of an adequate defense.
However, since there is no indication the violation was anything other than ipadvertent and
unintentional, and since this is the first A-1 violation for this Committee, I recommend the
penalty be reduced to 10% of the original assessment, or $50. If these recommendatlons are
accepted by the Board, the total assessment of $350 will be due and owing. (As of 9/30/13, this
Committee reported a funds available balance of $1 968.93.)

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
the December 2012 Quarterly Report

The December 2012 Quarterly Report was received by the Board on 2/21/13, 24 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty of $4,800. In addition, the Committee has previously been assessed a $525 civil penalty (appealed, denied,
reduced, paid) for delinquently filing the March 2011 Quarterly Report; a $50 civil penalty (appealed, denied, paid)
for delinquently filing the June 2011 Quarterly Report; a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, paid) for failing
to file a Schedule A-1 during the 1* Quarter of 2012; a $825 civil penalty (appealed, denied, paid) for delinquently
filing the June 2012 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $4,300.

The Respondent was represented by Peter Breen at the August 8™ appeal hearing. Roderick Bobinski, the treasurer,
was also in attendance.

Mr. Breen stated that the prior treasurer who was terminated by the committee refused to turn over the committee’s
books to the new treasurer, Mr. Bobinski. Mr. Breen stated that the books were eventually turned over however
while the prior treasurer was refusing to turn over the books the committee considered taking legal action against
the former treasurer. The delay in receiving the books ultimately put the current treasurer Mr. Bobinski in a bind
because he did not want to file or put his name on a report that was not accurate and without the books he could not
file an accurate report. Mr. Bobinski stated that the books were eventually given to him in mid February and he
completed the reports as soon as he was able to piece everything together because the committee had a good
amount of activity during that period of time. The Respondent requests the Board to be lenient on the committee
because of their inability to obtain their books and the current fine amount would wipe them out. The committee
has a new treasurer and they ask the Board for mercy.

The Respondents stated that the former treasurer refused to turn over the committee’s books and it was not until
mid February that the books were ultimately turned over. In the opinion of the hearing officer the failure of an
officer to turn over the books is an unfortunate internal matter that has no bearing on the responsibility of timely
filing quarterly reports. I recommend that the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. If this
recommendation is accepted by the Board the total assessment of $4,800 will become due and owing. (As of
6/31/13, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $5,045.50.)

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing the 2012 September & 2012 December Quarterly
Reports

The 2012 September Quarterly Report was received by the Board on January 30, 2013, 70 days late resulting in a
$3,500 civil penalty assessment.

The 2012 December Quarterly Report was received by the Board on January 30, 2013, 10 days late, resulting in a
$750 civil penalty assessment. Additionally, this Committee was assessed a $225 civil penalty (not appealed, not
paid, stayed) for delinquently filing the 2012 March Quarterly Report. The total fine is $4,475.

Clinton Krislov, Candidate and Treasurer, filed a Request for Hearing and submitted an Appeal Affidavit. The
appeal hearing was held on May 16, 2013.

Attorney Adam Lasker and Maria Manolas, filing assistant appeared on behalf of the Respondent. Mr. Lasker stated
that the Committee was formed to support Mr. Krislov’s race for Comptroller in 2010. The candidate lost the
election and in 2012 the Committee was in the process of ceasing operations. There was a filing issue with the 2012
September Quarterly Report. Mr. Lasker assisted with the electronic filing of the September and December
Quarterly Reports and the subsequent Final Report filed on April 15, 2013. Mr. Lasker stated that the Committee
has a history of filing campaign disclosure reports timely and that the delinquent filings were not intentional.
Furthermore, Mr. Lasker stated the fine assessed is the maximum penalty without regard to Section 125.425, which
indicates the amount of the fine amount should take into consideration whether or not the violation was committed
inadvertently and good standing of the Committee’s past filing history. ‘

The Act states that active political committees are required to be timely file Quarterly Reports until a Final Report is
filed. This Committee presented the defense that they were in the process of closing down when the reports were
due. I recommend that the appeal be denied based on the inadequate defense. If the Board acgepts this

~ recommendation, $4,475 will be due and owing. Since the Committee filed a Final Report, I further recommend that
the assessment will be abated two years following the effective date of the Final Board Order if the committee
remains dissolved until that time without forming a Successor committee pursuant to Rules and Regulations
100.110(b). (As of 4/15/13, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $0.)

Saccomanno said he has since named himself Treasurer and has experience in the position that
should ensure timely filing of all future reports.

I appreciate Mr. Saccomanno’s diligence here but recommend the appeal be denied for
lack of an adequate defense. If the Board accepts this recommendation, a total of $50 would be
assessed (10% of the above referenced fine amount) because the violation is the Committee’s
first regarding an A-1. Added to the fine for the delinquent June Quarterly report, a total of $425
would be due and owing. As of September 30, 2013 the Committee reported a c,ash balance of
$903.84.

This committee received a $5,000 contribution on 2/11/13, and reported this contribution on a Schedule
A-1 received by the Board on 3/11/13, 12 days late, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $2,500. The
total assessment is $2,500.

J B Johnson, the candidate of the committee, appeared at the rescheduled August 21, 2013 appeal hearing.

J B Johnson stated that the loan from her husband George V Johnson was not for $5,000, but rather for a
smaller amount. Mrs. Johnson did not recall the amount of the contribution however she believes it was
closer to $4,800. Mrs. Johnson also could not recall when the contribution was actually deposited and she
was having difficulty obtaining information from the bank in relation to the amount and the deposit date.
She stated that she informed a bank employee to close the account however that employee never closed
the account and fees have since sent the account in to the red. Additionally, Mrs. Johnson stated that when
the funds were deposited into the account they were not made available to her for a couple of days after
the deposit. Mrs. Johnson wrote on the appeal affidavit that a Schedule A-1 was mailed to the State Board
of Elections on 2/13/13 however later in the same affidavit it appears the same Schedule A-1 was rather
mailed on 2/11/13. However, during the appeal hearing Mrs. Johnson stated that a Schedule A-1 and a D-
1 were faxed to the State Board of Elections on 2/11/13 and she would have given it to her husband to be
mailed out on 2/12/13. Mrs. Johnson was a little disturbed that the State Board of Elections concentration
was on her, the little person, rather than people like the recent incarcerated Governor and Congressman
since she only received $308 from outside sources. /

Ms. Johnson did not affirmatively confirm the actual amount of the contribution however she believes the
contribution amount was $4,800 rather than $5,000. Additionally, Ms. Johnson could not identify the
actual deposit date. Therefore, the hearing officer has no alternative than to use the date that was provided
on the filing as the received date. 1 understand that the Respondent stated that the Statement of
Organization and the Schedule A-1 were faxed and mailed to the State Board of Elections on or around
2/11/13 however the State Board of Elections only received a fax containing the Statement of
Organization on 2/11/13 and the mailed copy of Statement of Organization and the Schedule A-1 were
never received by the State Board of Elections. The State Board of Elections was not made aware of the
“$5.000” contribution until a Schedule A-1 was received via fax on 3/11/13. I recommend that the appeal
be denied for lack of an adequate defense. Furthermore, since the Respondent did not provide the hearing
officer with any evidence to show that the contribution was not a $5,000 contribution | recommend the
amount of $5,000 be used for assessment purposes. However, since there is no indication that the
violation was anything other than inadvertent and unintentional, I also recommend that this civil penalty
be reduced to 10% of the original assessment as a first violation, or $250. As a first violation the penalty
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is stayed. (As of 7/15/13 the Committee filed a Final Report and listed that they had a funds available
balance of $0 however that is not what the Report shows.)

The Committee failed to file required Schedule A-1 Reports with regards to two (2)
donations from Suzanne Simpson. The donations were first reported on the Committee’s March
2013 Quarterly Report, received April 15, 2013. The first donation, received on March 15, 2013,
was for $3,649.83 and was reported 19 days late; the second, received on March 26, 2013, was
for $1,580 and was reported 12 days late. The total fine is $2,615. This is the Commlttee s first
assessment. The fine amount is automatically reduced to $262 (10% of the above referenced fine
amount) as the product of a first A-1 violation.

George Iler, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearange and Appeal
Affidavit in this matter.

Mr. Iler stated the failure to file required Schedule A-1s was unintentional and was not an
effort to evade reporting.

I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. If the Board accepts
this recommendation, a total of $262 would be due and owing. The Committee filed a Final
Report on July 11, 2013, with an ending balance of $0.00. Accordingly, under Section 125.425
of the Rules accompanying the Act, the assessment would be abated if the Commntee does not
reactivate within two years of the final board order in this matter.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Failure to File a Schedule A-1 Report

The Committee received a $1,300 contribution on 5/14/13 and failed to report it on a
Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $650. Additionally, the Committee had
previously been assessed a $500 civil penalty (appealed, denied, stayed) for dehnquent filing of
the March 2013 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $1,150.

Gary Grasso, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Grasso states that the Committee raised less than $2,500 in total,
and therefore did not believe the contribution in question had to be reported on an A-1. He adds
that the Committee has filed the paperwork to close the campaign fund.

Once it filed a Statement of Organization, the Committee was subject to the reporting
requirements of the Disclosure Act. The contribution should therefore have been reported on a
Schedule A-1. 1 recommend the appeal be denied. However, since there is ng indication the
violation was anything other than inadvertent and unintentional, and since this is the first A-1
violation for the Committee, 1 recommend the penalty be reduced to 10% of the original
assessment, or $65. If these recommendations are accepted by the Board, the stay would be
lifted from the previous penalty and the total assessment of $565 will be due and owing.
However, since the Committee has filed a Final Report, I further recommend that should the
Committee remain dissolved for a period of two years following the Board order imposing the
fine, the fine be abated. (As of 9/1 5/ 13 this Comm1ttee reported a funds available balance of $0.)

REPORT OF HEARING EXAMINER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for a Violation of Contribution Limits

During the election cycle, this Committee received In-Kind Contributions valued at $48,017 from Hold
On Communications and $15,000 from Maldo Management, exceeding the $10,000 contribution limit
from a corporation to a candidate political committee and failed to return the portion in excess of the
limit to the contributor or donate the same to charity, resulting in an escheatment of $43,017 and a civil
penalty of $64,525.50. Since this is the first contribution limit violation, the fine is reduced to $6,453
or 10% of the above-referenced amount. The total assessment including the escheatment is $49,470.00.

Ken Dunkin, Candidate, filed a Request for Hearing and submitted an Appeal Affidavit. The appeal
hearing was held on August 28, 2012.

Attorney Michael Kasper appeared on behalf of the Respondent. Mr. Kasper stated that Hold On
Communications is a political consulting firm that performed printing and mail services for the
Committee in the amount of $48,017. Currently, the Committee is disputing a portion of the
outstanding invoice and the amount has not been paid. This entry should have been listed as a debt and
obligation; however the Committee inadvertently listed these expenditures as in-kind contributions on
the 2012 March Quarterly Report. The Respondent submitted a letter issued by counsel for Hold On
Communications stating that the amounts reported were not considered in-kind contributions.

Mr. Kasper stated that the in-kind contributions from Maldo Management represented office space
used by the campaign. In July of 2013, the Committee reimbursed $4,500 to Maldo Management as
payment for the in-kind amount received over the limit.

I recommend the appeal be granted related to the in-kind contributions from Hold On Communications
valued at $48,017. The Respondent supported its claim that the Committee inadvertently reported the
contribution as in-kind contributions rather than a debt and has amended the report accordingly. I
recommend that the appeal be denied related to the in-kind contributions from Maldo Management
valued at $15,000. 10 ILCS 5/9-8.5(b) indicates that the value of the in-kind contribution from a
business cannot exceed the contribution limit of $10,000 during an election cycle. A Committee is
allowed to accept rent for office space valued at $10,000. Rent accepted in excess of the limit must be
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returned to the vendor by way of expenditure. The Committee reimbursed Maldo Management $4,500;
however this does not cover the exceeded limit of $5,000. Based upon the Committee’s partial
repayment of $4,500, I recommend that the Committee escheat $500 to the State and a $75 civil
penalty will be assessed but stayed as a first time contribution limit violation. (As of 6/30/13, this
Committee reported a funds available balance of $190,968.36).

Re: Policy for Accepting Nominating Petitions
Date: October 10, 2013

Beginning November 25", candidates running for Governor and Lieutenant Governor will be filing their
nominating papers with the State Board of Elections. Prior to the passage of P.A. 96-1018 which amended Section
7-10 of the Election Code, candidates seeking the office of Governor or Lt. Governor would simply file a petition to
run for whichever of the two offices they sought. As a result of the amendment to Section 7-10, such candidates
must now file a joint petition that includes one candidate for each of the two offices. This raises two possibilities
that should be addressed prior to the beginning of the petition filing: 1) a candidate filing a petition for Governor
that does not include a candidate for Lieutenant Governor, and 2) a candidate filing a petition for Lt. Governor
without a corresponding candidate for Governor. To address these possibilities, the SBE staff intends to implement
the following policy. Petitions containing only a candidate for Governor, will be accepted, subject of course to the
petition objection process. Petitions containing the name of a candidate for Lt. Governor only, will not be accepted.
The reason for treating the two situations differently is primarily based on what appears to be the intent of P.A. 96-
1018. Clearly the legislature intended that the office of Lt. Governor should no longer be elected “standing alone”
but rather as part of a joint ticket, both in the Primary and the General Election. To give effect to this intent, it
would seem prudent to not accept stand alone petitions for Lt. Governor. On the other hand, it is not readily
apparent that a Lt. Governor candidate is essential to the validity of a petition for Governor. In other words, a
Governor can serve without a Lt. Governor (as was the case when the current Governor took office following the
impeachment of the former Governor). In fact, there is no statutory provision to fill a vacancy in the office of Lt.
Governor, should one arise. There cannot however be a Lt. Governor without a serving Governor, for even if there
were a vacancy in the office of Governor, the Lt. Governor would immediately succeed to the office of Governor.

Based on this reasoning, the SBE staff will take the above described action unless the Board directs
otherwise.

Haﬁ InterCivic has requested a de minimis hardware change, which
consists of commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) 15 pin high density DSUB adapters
(port protectors) to be used with the Hart Voting system (HVS) 6.2.1.

The HVS 6.2.1 is comprised of the Judges Booth Controller (JBC) and the
individual eSlate voting devices, which are networked to communicate by daisy-
chain cable connections. The port protectors would be installed to prevent
damage to the external port connector of each eSlate Voting Booth.

Staff has reviewed the documentation submitted by the applicant,
including review by SLI Global, an EAC accredited laboratory, and has concluded
that the requested change meets the definition of a de minimis change and no
additional testing is needed by the Board’s staff.

| recommend the Board grant a two-year interim approval for this de

minimis change request, restarting the approval period for the HVS 6.2.1 voting
system.

Please be advised that the United States Department of Justice (DOJ) would like to extend the
consent decree entered into as a result of the insufficient time period for transmittal of overseas
absentee ballots relating to the Special Congressional Election to fill the vacancy of then
Representative Jesse Jackson Jr. (Case No. 13-cv-00189). The current Decree expires on
October 31, 2013 and the DOJ wishes to extend it to January 2015.

Their reasoning is that paragraph 12, located on page 12, was not accomplished in its entirety.

“(12) The Defendants shall take such actions as are necessary to assure that UOCAVA
voters hall have a fair and reasonable opportunity to participate in future Federal
elections, including proposing legislation and taking any administrative action needed to
fully remedy the potential UOCAVA violations arising from Illinois law governing the
State’s special election calendar, Specifically, the State Board of Elections will
recommend an amendment to Section 25-7 of the Election Code...”

The State Board of Elections did introduce legislation during this legislative session; House Bill
3266, sponsored by Representative Barbara Flynn Currie. The bill was assigned to House
Executive Committee, but has since been reassigned back to House Rules Committee. Should
the SBE agree to extend the Decree, the DOJ will refrain from seeking a court ordered remedy
during the remainder of the legislative session, with the expectation that HB 3266 or similar
legislation is enacted. Should the SBE not agree to an extension, the DOJ has indicated that they
will seek a permanent remedy in Federal Court at some point in the near future.

I have reached out to the legislative caucus attorneys and inquired as to the possibility of this
legislation moving forward in 2014, and am awaiting their response. We are also waiting on
proposed language from the DOJ as to the exact wording of Paragraph 12 of the Decree.

Staff respectfully requests a response from the Board to provide to the DOJ.

Re: Paperless Online Voter Application Update
Date: October 9, 2013

The technical specifications documentation for the new Paperless Online
Voter Application (POVA) System was completed this month and forwarded to all
election authorities and their Election Management System (EMS) vendors. This
document outlines the three methods by which an election jurisdiction may
receive the electronic voter registration application along with the signature
image obtained from the Secretary of State. Also included are the modifications
to the EMS databases necessary to receive this information seamlessly.

The three options available to the election authorities to receive the
electronic registration application information are 1) live interaction through web
services, 2) batch download, and 3) individual records processing. The web
services option requires more technical modifications be made to their current
system; however, it doesn’t require them to visit the IVRS website in order to
access the records, as do the latter two options. The third option (processing
records individually) is expected to be utilized by many of the smaller
jurisdictions, since their registration counts are much lower.

The technical specifications document also lists additional items affected
by recent changes to the election law that will require modifications to the local
EMS’s. Details of these modifications are currently being drafted.

Testing of file exchanges between SBE and the Secretary of State
continued in September. A test file of 111,000 simulated voter applications was
transmitted to the SOS, processed against their database, and returned. The
turnaround time was very good. We look forward to further testing, as we
continue system development.

Gentlemen:

lllinois election code 5/24c¢-16 requires that all voting equipment be approved by the lllinois State Board of Elections,
fulfill functional requirements provided by Section 24¢-11, mandatory requirements of the federal voting system
standards pertaining to Direct Recording Electronic Voting Systems promulgated by the FEC or the EAC, the testing
requirements of an approved independent testing authority and the rules of the State Board of Elections.

The Dominion Voting systems in use in Chicago and Suburban Cook County fail to meet these requirements and
therefore are not available for use in the upcoming elections in 2014. Further, these systems cannot be approved
because Dominion has stopped the EAC and independent lab testing and certification process prior to approval and
because they no longer manufactures this system. Dominion removed itself from the EAC approval process without
receiving the final approval of any independent lab or the EAC, and when requested by the EAC to submit their election
systems to further testing following failed tests from the independent labs, Dominion Voting responded by pulling the
election system from the EAC certification process.

All 2 Year Interim Approvals by the lllinois State Board of Elections have expired, or will expire on October 18", 2013.
Dominion cannot request another 2 Year Interim Approval, make any changes or upgrades to the current systems, nor
can they request a final approval because they are no longer in the process of getting their systems certified.
Accordingly, Defend the Vote asserts the Illinois State Board of Elections cannot re-authorize these systems.

In addition, Defend the Vote is seeking clarification about the ‘2 Year Interim Approval’ which was granted by the ISBE
Board on September 20, 2012. We cannot find any place in the public record where a subsequent interim approval was
granted for the WinEDS v 4.0.175 system and we question whether the Dominion Voting Systems in question were used
unlawfully for the 2012 Presidential election, the 2013 Consolidated Primary, and the Consolidated General Election that
followed.

A few facts establishing the sequence of events in this matter.

The Friday August 27" 2010 Board minutes indicate that the system in an earlier form was approved for a ‘2
Year Interim Approval’ and was also dependent on a letter from IBeta — I can find no evidence in the public
record that this letter was received.

September 15" 2010 — Dominion changes the WinEDS version to v 4.0.175 and requests approval. ‘2 Year
Interim Approval’ is granted and expired September 15, 2012.
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Fall 2010: Independent lab, IBeta, presented their test report that showed two failed tests in the Dominion
Voting system.

November 30, 2010 IBeta removes itself from the EAC testing and certification program

On January 20, 2011 a letter from the EAC to Ed Smith of Dominion Voting informs Mr. Smith that they have
rejected the IBeta test report because of the two failed tests. The letter states that they do not believe the
testing proves Dominion’s explanation for the failure and subsequently the EAC requires further testing.

March 3, 2011 EAC approves SLI Global as the new testing lab for Dominion, replacing IBeta.

June 8" 2012 SLI Global after finding multiple unresolved errors, recommends for certification pending EAC’s
acceptance of the root cause analysis of these failed tests and any subsequent mitigation plans from Dominion.
The EAC does not accept the root cause analysis and subsequent mitigation plans from Dominion.

Fall of 2012: The EAC requires Dominion to have failed tests reported by IBeta and SLI Global be rerun before
they will approve the reports or certify the system because they do not accept the root cause analysis and
subsequent mitigation plans from Dominion.

February 27, 2013: Rather than conduct the tests, Dominion removes the voting system from the EAC testing
program.

Defend the Vote seeks to have the Dominion System in use by Chicago and Suburban Cook County removed from any
further use in lllinois elections.

Please provide a copy of this letter the members of the Illinois State Board of Elections, The Chicago Board of Election
Commissioners and the Cook County Board of Commissioners. Accordingly, besides a formal protest from any further
certification of the non-compliant Dominion Voting Systems, this letter is a formal request to appear before the various
Boards at their next meetings to discuss election systems in use in Chicago and Suburban Cook County.

Please find attached an Application for Certification of the ImageCast Precinct and the ImageCast
Central optical scan tabulators submitted to the Board by Edwin B. Smith, Vice President of Compliance
and Certification, on behalf of Dominion Voting; a September 6, 2012 Memorandum from Dianne Felts
to Rupert T. Borgsmiller requesting interim approval of the ImageCast Precinct and ImageCast Central
optical scan tabulators named in the attached Application for Certification, and an October 10, 2012
letter from Dianne Felts to Mr. Smith that communicates the Board’s two year interim approval of said
system.

Please note that at its September 17, 2012 meeting, the Board unanimously adopted the staff
recommendation to give a two year interim approval to the modifications/upgrades to the imageCast
Precinct and ImageCast Central systems, of which the WinEDS 4.0.175 operating system was an integral
component. Such approval is valid through September 17, 2014. Please note that the Board is aware of
Dominion’s withdrawal of its application for certification with the EAC. However, since it was
determined that this system met the requirements set forth in Articles 24B and 24C of the Election
Code, and Part 204 of Title 26 of the Illinois Administrative Code, at the time of the granting of said
approval, the Board has not and does not intend to take any action rescinding such approval.

A copy. of this response has been forwarded to both the Cook County Clerk and the Chicago Board of
Election Commissioners.

When we discussed the need for a vulnerability assessment of the EdgePlus2 DRE
machines at the last Chicago Board of Elections meeting, we agreed that we would
present a description of the vulnerability assessment and work on developing
common ground. As such, we anticipate there will be measures where we agree and
others where further discussion will be required.

This document was prepared by Defend the Vote in conjunction with Dr. Roger
Johnston in his official capacity as the head of the Vulnerability Assessment Team at
Argonne National Laboratory. There are three parts: a description of the
vulnerability assessment, particulars of the assessment, and a description of various
levels of a vulnerability assessment on election machines. Dr. Johnston completed
the third part.

This vulnerability assessment focusses on the Edge2Plus, Haat, Insight and the
WinEDS systems currently in use in Chicago. In addition, we would like to test the
400c but it is not specified in this particular document.

Description of the vulnerability assessment:

A vulnerability assessment of voting machines strives to find simple low cost
improvements in security without requiring radical changes to the voting machines.
Recommendations will dramatically improve security without requiring a lot of cost,
time, or effort.

The purpose of this vulnerability assessment is to improve security of the vote and it
is designed to be public in nature.

Scope: This security-based vulnerability assessment looks at the processes,
procedures, and the operations of the Edge2Plus, Haat, Insight, and WinEDS 4.0
voting systems. The assessment seeks to find remedies for security-based
vulnerabilities when they are identified.

Reports: A preliminary report will be produced which will present the result of the
assessment. This will be provided to Defend the Vote, the Chicago Board of
Elections, and to Dominion Voting for comment and feedback. A final report will
then be issued which will include comments, feedback, and any subsequent follow-
up. This report will be made public; however, protected and proprietary
information will not be included in the public report.

Particulars of the Assessment:

Time Frame: The Assessment will begin on October 15%, 2013

Resources:
Defend the Vote will provide the funding for Argonne National Laboratory,
any related costs of the assessment, and the secure movement of the
equipment.

Argonne’s National Laboratory’s Vulnerability Assessment Team will conduct
the assessment at their laboratory in Argonne, IL.

Dominion Voting will provide technical assistance and feedback during the
assessment. This may involve up to 2 days of staffing time. Generally, there is
not a lot of time involved.

Chicago Board of Elections and staff will provide election machines to
simulate voting in two precincts and for an early voting set-up. The use of
Equipment Supply Containers is highly preferred to simulate the entire
voting process, from transport to set up to use. The assessment team will
need use of these machines for up to a week. The CBOE may also provide a
staff person for up to two days in staffing time for information and feedback.
Generally, there is not a lot of time involved.

Documents: Training and instruction manuals: Manufacturer manuals for use and
training manuals for the poll workers.

Timing: The actual testing will be completed within a week. The report will take
about 60 days for completion. Length of time is greatly influenced by the level of the

vulnerability assessment decided upon.

Assessment Documentation: Argonne National Laboratory will document all
assessments and results as part of their report.
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Various Levels of a Vulnerability Assessment

1. Visual inspection of the exterior of the device to identify potential vulnerabilities,
design flaws, countermeasures, and suggested use protocols. [Usually of very
limited value.]

2. Visual inspection of the interior of the device to identify potential vulnerabilities,
design flaws, countermeasures, and suggested use protocols. [Usually of somewhat
limited value.]

3. Observe the device in use to identify potential vulnerabilities, design flaws,
countermeasures, and suggested use protocols. [Usually of somewhat limited
value.]

4. Experiment hands-on with the device, including putting it through its usual
modes of operation. [Usually reveals some potential vulnerabilities, and results in
some suggestions for improved use protocols.]

5. Reverse engineer the device. Time and expense depends on whether this is a
“white box” vulnerability assessment (detailed specifications, drawings, circuit
diagrams, or perhaps even source code is provided by the designer, manufacturer,
or vendor) or a “black box” vulnerability assessment (the assessors have to learn all
this from scratch). [Results are usually about the same for white vs. black box, and
quite useful for improving security, but a fully “black box” analysis can be slow and

" expensive.]

6. Experiment with various software, hardware, and electronic attacks and issues,
including but not limited to the following [usually reveals numerous vulnerabilities
and countermeasures]: ‘

o fault analysis o chip level attacks

¢ power analysis e security of VVPR

 buffer overflow e security of excess unused ballots
¢ side channel attacks ¢ security of ballots prior to use

¢ man-in-the-middle attacks ¢ security of associated election

e partial counterfeiting attacks materials, pre-use

o full counterfeiting attacks ¢ security of associated election

o device ID manipulation materials, post-use

o skimming attacks e tamper detection capabilities

e attacks on power systems e locking capabilities

e attacks on data storage ¢ vote privacy

e attacks on program storage e “two-person” rule implementations
e port attacks o election programming attacks

e cable attacks o insider attacks

e display attacks e outsider attacks with insider

e software/firmware tampering assistance

e CPU attacks o outsider attacks

e sensor attacks
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7. Demonstrate the most viable attacks. [Though usually not to perfection due to
time and cost constraints.]

8. Experiment with various countermeasures to the discovered attacks and
vulnerabilities. Can include design changes, but also suggestions for modified use
protocols. [Practical countermeasures are almost always discovered.]

9. Demonstrate the countermeasures. [If time and funding permit.]

10. Propose an optimum set of use protocols to minimize vulnerabilities. Typically
a menu of prioritized options, rather than one fixed protocol.

Defend the Vote believes that when the public has faith in their elections, they are
more motivated to vote. Likewise, Defend the Vote believes when the public’s faith
in their elections is lost, the government loses its legitimacy in the eyes of the
citizens.
