Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
A Schedule A-1 in the 4™ Quarter of 2013

This committee received a $2,500 contribution on 10/21/13 and reported it on a Schedule A-1 on 11/2/13,
5 days late, resulting in civil penalty assessments of $1,250. Additionally, the Committee had previously
been assessed a $200 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the December 2009 Semi-
Annual Report; a $600 civil penalty (appealed, denied, paid)‘for delinquently filing the 2000 General
Election Pre-Election Report; a $1000 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a
Schedule A-1 for the 2002 General Election; a $90 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for
failing to file a Schedule A-1 for the 2002 General Election; a $150 civil penalty (a[f)pealed, denied,
reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 for the 2002 General Election; twelve $50 civil penalties
(appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1 for the 2002 General Election; three
$100 civil penalties (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A1 for the 2002
General Election; a $60 civil penalty (appealed, denied, reduced, paid) for failing to file a Schedule A-1
for the 2002 General Election; a $150 civil penalty (not appealed, stayed, abated) for delinquently filing a
Schedule A-1 for the 2008 General Election; a $125 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, stayed) for
delinquently filing a Schedule A-1 in the 1% Quarter of 2013. The total assessment is $1,375.

The Respondent was represented by attorney John Fogarty Jr. at the June 19" appeal hearing. Also in
attendance was Michael Whitty the treasurer of the Committee.

Mr. Fogarty stated that the Committee reported the date listed on the check rather than the deposit date on
a Schedule A-1 that was filed on 11/2/13. The Respondent provided a copy of the check and the deposit
slip. The Committee amended the December 2013 Quarterly Report on 5/17/14 and reported the
contribution was received on 11/2/14, the day the contribution was originally reported on a Schedule A-1.
The deposit slip shows a deposit date of 11/4/13 and the Committee would have reported the receipt of
the contribution prior to the deemed receipt date. The Respondent requests that since this was an
administrative error that has been corrected that the Board determines that no violation occurred.

I recommend the appeal be granted. The deposit date in accordance with the Schedule A-1 filed on
11/2/13 shows that the Committee would have reported this contribution prior to the deemed receipt date
(date of deposit). (As of 3/31/14, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $20,662.55.)

APPEAL AFFIDAVIT

I, Michael Whitty, the Treasurer of the New Trier Republican Organization (“the
Committee™), first being duly sworn, depose and state that I represent that the Committee can
offer a good reason or defense to the assessment of a civil penalty in this matter, and that such

reasons and defenses are:

1. [ have personal knowledge of the matters stated herein.
2. I'am currently the Treasurer for the Committee, a post I took over in late 2012,
3. On the morning of November 2, 2013, I visited our Committee’s post office box

for the first time in over a week, after having been out of town for a conference and a client
meeting. At that time I obtained, among other things, a letter from Joel Dalkin containing a
check in the amount of $2,500 (the “Dalkin check™). The Dalkin check appears to have been
written on October 21, 2013, but would have been received in the Committee’s post office box
after I had left town for my conference. Attached hereto as Exhibit A is a copy of the Dalkin
check.

4, Later that same morning of November 2, 2013, in the Committee’s offices,
Irecorded the Dalkin check (together with some others) into our ELECT database. When I
recorded the Dalkin check, I inadvertently entered the date of receipt as the check date of
October 21, 2013, rather than the date I had first taken the check into possession, November 2,
2014, As prompted by the ELECT database, | electronically filed a Form A-1 to disclose the

Dalkin contribution, and that filing reflected the same error noted above for the date of receipt.

5. On November 4, 2013, [ deposited the Dalkin check. Attached hereto as Exhibit
B is a copy of the deposit slip for the Dalkin check.

6. On January 4, 2014, 1 filed a Form D-2 disclosing all of the Committee’s
activities for the fourth quarter of 2013.

1 also prepared an amended Form A-1, which cannot be filed electronically and
thus is submitted with this Appeal Affidavit as Exhibit C.

8. The Committee takes campaign finance responsibilities seriously. Any of the
actions that are alleged to be violations referred to herein were committed inadvertently, and
without any intent whatsoever to violate the Campaign Finance Law.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing the December 2013 Quarterly Report

The Report was received by the Board on 2/4/14, 13 days late, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of
$650. In addition, this Committee had previously been assessed a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, stayed,
abated) for delinquently filing the June 2001 Semi-Annual Report; a $25 civil penalty (not appealed,
stayed, abated) for delinquently filing the June 2006 Semi-Annual Report; a $550 civil penalty (not
appealed, stayed) for delinquently filing the 1 Quarter of 2013 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is
$1,200.

Patrick Herrmann, the candidate of the Committee appeared at the June 19, 2014 appeal hearing.

Mr. Herrmann stated that he is technologically challenged and he had to get assistance transferring to the
new IDIS program. He indicated that he made several attempts to file the report in a timely manner
however he was locked out for entering the wrong password to many times. Mr. Herrmann assumed the
State Board of Elections would have contacted him about being locked out however he was not contacted.
Mr. Herrmann electronically filed the report on February 4, 2014. In addition to being:locked out Mr.
Herrmann also noted that he has to file the reports from his home computer since he holds the office of
Bureau County State’s Attorney which prevents him from using a work computer to file reports and it
prevented him from contacting the State Board of Elections during regular business hours Additionally,
Mr. Herrmann stated that he had no activity during the reporting period and he had no 1ment10n of trying
to delay the filing.

It is unfortunate that Mr. Herrmann had difficulty transferring to IDIS 3.0 and he locked himself out of
the program by entering an incorrect password to many times. [ find it rather troubling that Mr. Herrmann
also assumed that the State Board of Elections was going to contact him regarding the password issue
when it is common practice that a user would have to contact the vendor when they forget their password
rather than the other way around. Furthermore, I also find it troubling that it took the Respondent 20 days
to contact the State Board of Elections to get the password reset and to file the report after he was locked
out. However, in order to be consistent with previous Board decisions where an electromc filing defense
is raised, and since this Committee has not previously used such a defense, I recommend the appeal be
granted. However, since the Committee is now aware that if they forget their password they need to
contact the State Board of Elections, it is unlikely the Board would look favorably upon the use of this
defense a second time. (As of 3/31/14, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $2,131.49.)

Mr. Frank stated that the Committee has had two infractions. The Committee had some issues
when they transferred the filing responsibilities from the secretary to himself. He svent on to say
the 1% delinquent report was the result of him being informed by Board staff that he was not
required to file. Mr. Frank said he filed as soon as he found out that he was given bad
information. In relation to the second violation he stated that his cookies enabled him to log onto
the Boards website to file the second report electronically and he thought he submitted the report
only to find out later that the report was not filed. Mr. Frank stated that he called in and received
assistance in filing the report as soon as he found out that the report was not filed.

This appeal is only for the December 2013 Quarterly Report as the Committee did not appeal the
September 2011 Quarterly Report and the fine has already expired for that violation. Therefore,
the appeal is in relation to what the Respondent referenced as the second violation. I don’t
specifically know what made Mr. Frank think that the report had been filed when it had not been
electronically filed however in order to be consistent with previous Board decisions where an
electronic filing defense is raised, and since this Committee has not previously used such a
defense, I recommend the appeal be granted. However, since the Committee is now aware that
when they file reports they always need to review the words on the upload screen to make sure
that it states that the report has been “Successfully Filed”, it is unlikely the Board would look
favorably upon the use of this defense a second time.

$1200. The Committee was previously fined $400 (not appealed, stayed) for delinquently filing
the June 2012 Quarterly Report.

Michael Howley, the Candidate and Chairman of the Committee, filed an Appeal
Affidavit in this matter and testified via teleconference from the Board’s Chicago office at a
hearing held at 10am on Wednesday, July 02, 2014.

On the Affidavit and in testimony at the hearing, Mr. Howley stated he mistakenly
believed he had electronically uploaded the Report at the same time he migrated data from a
previous version of the IDIS electronic filing system into the current system. Mr. Howley noted
the report in question included only one transaction and that the Committee has been fined only
two times in its 16 years in existence.

The Committee used an electronic filing defense in its successful appeal of an assessment
for delinquently filing the June 2011 Quarterly Report; accordingly, it is not entitled to use that
defense here. Therefore, while I sympathize with the Committee, I recommend' the appeal be
denied for lack of an adequate defense. If the Board accepts this recommendation, the stay on the
previous $400 assessment would be lifted, and a total of $1600 would be due and owing. As of
June 30th, 20141, the Committee’s reported balance was $7,182.57. :

Linda McHugh, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Ms. McHugh states that during the filing period, she was recovering
from three separate hospitalizations resulting from muscle spasms and potential multiple
sclerosis symptoms. She says once she went back to work part-time on January 28 she was able
to file the Report. She includes a copy of a letter from her physician explaining that she was
unable to work prior to that date, and asks for consideration due to her medical situation.

While it is true that Ms. McHugh may have been unable to file the Report on time as a
result of her medical condition, it does not appear the Committee attempted to make
arrangements to have someone else file the Report. This is unfortunate, because the Committee
only had one transaction during the quarter and the Report therefore should have been simple to
prepare. Additionally, given the history of previous late filings, the Committee should have been
aware of the importance of filing and especially diligent in making sure the Repqrt was filed on
time. While I understand the difficult nature of Ms. McHugh’s medical situation, I must
recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. If this recommendation 1s
accepted by the Board, the total assessment of $600 will be due and owing.  (As of 3/31/14, this
Committee reported a funds available balanee of $3,965.40.)

Mike Suttley, Candidate, filed a Request for Hearing and submitted an Appeal Affidavit. The
appeal hearing was held on April 25, 2013.

Mr. Suttley stated that he ran for mayor of South Holland. He was not aware of the rules and
regulations as he ran a very small campaign. He stated he asks for forgiveness and compassion
for the failure to file the reports because he had no intention of misleading the public.

I understand Mr. Suttley’s defense, as it can be difficult to run for office and be responsible for
the Committee’s filing, but it is the responsibility of the Treasurer to file reports as required by
law. I recommend that the appeal is denied. If the Board should accept this recommendation, a
$450.00 civil penalty will be due and owing. (As of 3/31/14, this Committee reported a funds
available balance of $2,616.60.)
